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the BUSINESS SITUATION

The available evidence bearing on
developments in July includes a strong
rise in housing starts but otherwise
suggests the persistence of generally
slack demand conditions. The picture
of the second quarter as reflected in the
national income and product accounts
has been rounded out by new data
showing corporate profits little changed
and the Federal deficit up sharply.

H<LOUSING starts registered a strong
further increase in July, centered in
multi-family construction, but the other
available evidence suggests the per-
sistence of generally slack demand con-
ditions. Labor markets continued to
show weakness, income growth was
modest, industrial production was little
changed, and the weekly retail sales
data suggest a small gain following
losses in May and June. The picture
of the second quarter as reflected in the
national income and product accounts
has been rounded out by new data on
corporate profits and the Federal deficit,
and a somewhat clearer view has
emerged of recent changes in produc-
tivity and cost-price relationships.

Corporate profits

The second quarter saw little change
in the book profits of corporations. As
estimated on the basis of preliminary
data, before-tax book profits were at an
annual rate of $82% billion (seasonally
adjusted), down fractionally from the
first quarter but $11 billion below the
record established in the first two quar-
ters of 1969. The decline in this year's
first quarter was a steep $6 billion,

accounting for more than half of the
total drop from the peak reached last
year.

Manufacturers' book profits increased
somewhat in the second quarter, reflect-
ing higher earnings in the automobile
and electrical equipment industries.
Profits in the latter industry rebounded
after having been depressed by the
prolonged strike at General Electric.
Aside from those two industries,
profits in manufacturing were generally
down in the second quarter and declines
were the rule in nonmanufacturing
industries as well.

Productivity and Labor Cost
in the Private Economy

CHART 1
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The fractional decline in pretax
profits was carried through into an
equivalent decline in profits after tax
and, with dividend payments little
changed, into a decline in retained
earnings as well. In the first quarter,
when pretax profits fell $6 billion, the
after-tax impact was cushioned some-
what by the net effect of the provisions
of the Tax Reform Act of 1969, which
included reduction of the tax sur-
charge as of January 1. (The surcharge
was completely eliminated at midyear.
However, this will not affect the third
quarter behavior of profits tax liability
as estimated in the national income
accounts, because the full-year effect
of the reductions was allowed for in
the estimates beginning with the first
quarter.) Undistributed profits in the
first and second quarters, at an annual
rate of just over $19 billion, were
lower than at any time since 1963, the
year prior to the initial step of the
tax reduction provided under the Rev-
enue Act of 1964. In the intervening
period, capital consumption allowances
(mainly depreciation charges) have of
course grown very substantially, so
that cash flow after dividends is much
larger than it was in 1963.

The book value measure of profits
includes gains or losses resulting from
differences between the replacement
cost of goods taken out of inventory
and the cost at which they are charged
to production. These inventory profits
or losses are excluded from the profits
component of national income, an
aggregate which is intended to measure
the earnings of labor and property
arising from current production. The
amount of book profit thus excluded



Industrial Production
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CHART 2 was smaller in the second quarter than
in the first, and profits on the national
income basis consequently rose about
$1 billion to an annual rate of $77%
billion.
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Federal deficit up sharply

The sluggishness of the economy
held second quarter Federal receipts to
a level barely above the first quarter
figure. Spending was sharply boosted,
however, by increases in both social
security benefits and the salaries of
Federal employees. As measured in the
national income accounts, the Federal
deficit jumped from $1% billion in the
first quarter to a record $14% billion
in the second. The shift from a year
earlier was very large: In last year's
second quarter, the budget was $13^
billion in surplus.

The second quarter rise in expendi-
tures on the NIA basis was more than $13
billion, almost all of it the result of the
increases in social security benefits and
and Federal pay rates. Both increases
were retroactive to the beginning of the
year, and about $5% billion of the
second quarter spending rise resulted
from the one-time payment of the
amounts due retroactively. The per-
manent upward shift in spending re-
sulting from the increased benefits
and pay amounted to almost $7 billion.
Excluding the impact of these measures,
the aggregate of other expenditures rose
only about $1 billion, with large gains
in grants-in-aid and transfer payments
more than outweighing a decline in
defense spending.

Another large deficit is being regis-
tered in the current quarter. While the
retroactive payments made in the sec-
ond quarter were nonrecurring, and are
thus absent from third quarter spend-
ing, the impact of this factor on the
deficit is being offset by reduced per-
sonal income taxes resulting from elimi-
nation of the surcharge (about $3%
billion) and higher personal tax exemp-
tions (about $1% billion). Other fiscal
actions, such as the new retroactive
postal pay raise, additional taxes on
airplane tickets, and higher social in-
surance contributions under the pro-
gram of supplementary medical iji-
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surance for the aged, have on balance
little effect on the deficit.

Productivity and labor cost

Eevised estimates of GNP confirm
that there was np significant change in
the second quarter in the real volume of
national output. In constant dollars,
second quarter GNP showed a very
small gain—about one-half of 1 percent
at an annual rate—which is within the
margin of measurement error in these
calculations. The GNP revisions were
quite small, and leave unchanged the
picture of second quarter developments
that was presented in last month's
issue of the SURVEY.

The nonfinancial corporate sector of
the economy, which accounts for more
than one-half of GNP, registered a
further small decline in real output in
the second quarter. However, there
was a small improvement in profit
margins, i.e., profit per unit of real out-
put, after two quarters of steep decline,
and this had a favorable impact on
total dollar profits. The principal factor
in the improvement of margins was a
marked slowdown in the rise of labor
costs per unit of output. This presuma-
bly reflected a gain in manhour pro-
ductivity, since it was clear during the
quarter that the workforce was being
substantially trimmed; it may also have
been related to some slowing in the rise
of hourly compensation.

For the private economy as a whole,
available estimates do indicate a second
quarter slowdown in the rise of com-
pensation per manhour. At the same
time, a substantial reduction in aggre-
gate manhours resulted in a significant
recovery of productivity following a
sizable decline in the first quarter (chart
1). These developments removed a
large part of the upward pressure on
unit labor costs, and the quarter's rise
in labor cost per unit of output was
quite modest.

It appears that the moderation in the
rise of hourly compensation was due
in large part to widespread cutbacks in
overtime work and to the fact that the
economic slowdown, and the resultant
adjustment in employment, have been
concentrated—as is typical—in indus-
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tries such as durables manufacturing
where pay rates are relatively high.

In the case of negotiated wage settle-
ments, there has not been any noticeable
reaction to the slackening of labor de-
mand. While major contract settlements
affect only a rather small segment of
the labor force, they are highly visible
and tend to set a pattern for subsequent
negotiations. Major settlements in the
first half provided a mean increase of
9}£ percent per year in base hourly
earnings over the life of the contract,
compared with a mean 7% percent
negotiated in 1969. There was a much
sharper jump in the size of the increase
provided in the first year of new con-
tracts. Contract settlements in manu-
facturing were in general about in line
with those negotiated last year, but
sharply larger increases were obtained
by workers in nonmanufacturing indus-
tries, especially construction and truck-
ing.

Capital spending determinants

A desire to offset the pressure of
rising labor costs has been an important
factor behind the strong expansion of
capital spending in recent years. This
factor remains relevant, and a basic
desire for more efficient capacity per-
sists in many industries. Nevertheless,
the pronounced slack in the economy,
the squeeze on profits and liquidity,
and the continued high cost of credit
naturally raise some question about
the outlook for capital spending. The
survey taken in May by OBE and the
Securities and Exchange Commission
found first quarter spending well below
expectations, and downward revisions
in plans for the rest of the year. Further
downward revisions would not be
altogether surprising.

As is typical, the economic slowdown
has had a particularly heavy impact
on manufacturing. The decline in the
Federal Reserve industrial production
index, which principally measures man-
ufacturing output, reflects a slackening
demand across all the major market
sectors (chart 2). The index registered
a very slight rise in July, which just
offset the June decline. Equipment
output continued to drop and auto pro-

duction stabilized after two months of
strong gains; output of other consumer
goods and of materials increased some-
what.

From the peak in last year's third
quarter to the second quarter of this
year, the index of manufacturing out-
put dropped almost 4 percent, or about
5 percent at an annual rate; over the
same period, manufacturing capacity
was estimated to be expanding at an
annual rate of about 5 percent. The
utilization rate has therefore fallen
steeply. By the second quarter it was
as low as it had been in nearly a decade,
down to 77.9 percent, compared with
84.5 percent in last year's first half and
over 90 percent during 1966.

Employment and income in July

The civilian labor force declined in
May and June and in the latter month
was at its lowest level since last De-
cember. In July, however, a large gain
put the labor force (seasonally adjusted)
back at the March-April level. There
was a substantial rise in the number of
employed workers and a large increase
as well in the number unemployed. The
unemployment rate, which had dropped

back in June to 4.7 percent, returned to
5 percent in July.

The July decline in employment in
nonfarm establishments was more in
line with recent trends than was the
estimated rise in total labor force em-
ployment. The number of workers on
establishment payrolls dropped 143,000,
seasonally adjusted, marking the fourth
consecutive monthly decline. The drop
would have been larger in the absence
of a net gain of about 50,000 due to a
reduction in the number of workers on
strike. The weakness in July, as in June,
was spread widely through both the
manufacturing and nonmanufacturing
sectors. Employment in the service
industries, which had been growing
steadily, fell in both months, and em-
ployment in trade also declined. Federal
employment dropped again in July,
though by less than in the previous two
months; the July decline was partly
the result of a further reduction in the
number of temporary Census workers.

Personal income rose $3% billion in
July at a seasonally adjusted annual
rate. The month was the first since
March in which the change in personal

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Alternative Measures of Price Change for GNP, 1967-1970

The implicit price deflator for GNP,
a byproduct of the calculation of
constant-dollar, or "real", GNP, has
received increasing use over the past
several years as a comprehensive com-
posite index of the prices of all the

goods and services that make up the
GNP. Unlike most other price indexes,
which are constructed with fixed
weights, the GNP deflator is based
on shifting weights. This was explained
in an article in the March 1969 SURVEY/

which carried a table for the period
1965-1968 comparing the behavior of
the implicit deflator with that of
alternative indexes of GNP prices using
fixed weights. That table is updated
below for the period from the first
quarter of 1967 through the second
quarter of 1970, based on the revised
GNP estimates for 1967-1969 which

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appeared in the July 1970 SURVEY and
the estimates for the first two quarters
of 1970 which appear in this issue.

Over longer periods, the GNP deflator
and fixed-weighted indexes tend to
move similarly. For instance, over the
past 4% years, the implicit deflator for
total GNP and fixed-weighted price
indexes using 1958 weights and fourth
quarter 1965 weights have increased at
the same average annual rate (4.2
percent). Within this time span, how-
ever, movements of the alternative
price measures have sometimes differed
significantly from that of the deflator.

Differences were pronounced in the
second and third quarters of 1968, the
third quarter of 1969, and the first and
second quarters of 1970.

The effects of shifting weights on the
GNP deflator have been particularly
marked recently. From the fourth
quarter of 1969 to the first quarter of
1970, decreases in the weights of certain
consumer durables (notably autos) and
of inventories, which have relatively
low deflators, contributed to the large
increase in the GNP deflator. The
reverse is true for the change from the
first to the second quarter of 1970,

when the increase in the GNP deflator
was moderated by increases in the
weights of these consumer durables
and of inventories and by decreases in
the weights of structures, which have
relatively high deflators. When the
effect of the Government pay raise—
which added about 1 percentage point
to the annual rate of increase in all
versions of the GNP price indexes in
the first quarter of 1970—is excluded,
the rate of overall price increase as
shown by the fixed-weighted indexes is
about equal in the first and second
quarters of'1970.

Geographic Trends in Personal Income
in the 1960's

Personal income in the Nation nearly
doubled during the 1960's, and income
grew markedly in all areas of the
country. As has been typical over the
last four decades, income growth was
faster in the western and southern por-
tions of the country than in the northern
and eastern regions. However, inter-
regional variations in growth rates and
the resulting shifts in income distri-
bution were less pronounced during the
1960's than during the first postwar
decade. This article factors differential
regional growth into three elements and
analyzes the importance of each. In-
dustrial developments underlying re-
gional income changes in both the 1950's
and 1960's are also highlighted.

Summary

iNCOME expansion in any given
area is a reflection of the myriad forces
that shape the Nation's economic
growth. Rapid and cheap transporta-
tion and communication and inter-
regional trade and capital movements
bind the numerous area economies into
one complex, closely interrelated, pro-
ducing and consuming business com-
munity. Due to the close interrelation
of the regional and national economies,
personal income expansion in most
areas moves roughly parallel to the
national course. However, the parallel-

ism is approximate only. Regional and
State personal income growth differen-
tials do occur and geographic shifts in
the distribution of income result. These
are the subject of this article.

Personal income in the Nation nearly
doubled during the 1960's, and income
grew markedly in all areas of the country.
As has been typical over the last four
decades, income growth was faster in
the western and southern portions of the
country than in the northern and
eastern regions. However, interregional
variations in growth rates and the re-
sulting shift in income distribution
were less pronounced during the 1960's
than during the first postwar decade.
(See chart 7.) Such narrowing of
regional growth differentials is typical
of periods of rapid and sustained
national economic growth when demand
for durable goods is strong.

The income growth of a region
relative to the Nation can be factored
into two elements: (1) The effect of
differences between the income struc-
ture of the region and that of the
Nation (the component-mix effect);
and, (2) the effect of differences be-
tween regional and national growth
rates in each source of income (the
regional-share effect). The second ele-
ment seems to provide the major
explanation of the relative income ex-
perience of a region. Its importance is
evidenced by the high correlation
between it and relative growth in total
income. Each region for which this
effect was positive recorded above-
average growth in total income. Simi-
larly, each region in which the effect
was negative experienced a below-
average income gain.

With some qualifications, the regional-
share effect can be taken to reflect
the competive position of a region
vis-a-vis other regions. The competitive

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position of a region influences its income
growth primarily through its export
industries which, in turn, induce changes
in the remaining industries of the
region. Relative income growth in the
eight regions of the country is analyzed
in this light.

Long-Term Income Trends

A review of shifts in the geographic
distribution of income since 1929 will
add perspective to the detailed analysis
of regional income growth during the
1960's and its relation to changes in
the preceding decade.

The same broad pattern of regional
income growth has characterized each
major portion of the 40-year span for
which regional income data are avail-
able. In each of the four decades since
1929, income growth has been faster in
the three southern and western regions
of the Nation than in the five northern
and eastern areas. This trend has per-
sisted over a time span which saw sub-
stantial changes in economic conditions.
These included a major depression, a
world war, disarmament and rearma-
ment, the Korean war, several years of
slow economic growth punctuated by
recessions, a period of strong and sub-
stantial economic growth further stimu-
lated in its later phase by the Viet Nam
war and accompanied by serious infla-
tion, and finally a temporary leveling in
growth. Within these periods the degree
of the income shift from northern and
eastern areas to the south and west has
varied, but in each period income has

moved persistently towards the latter
regions. (See text table A.)

Text table A also shows that the con-
sistency of income change in the individ-
ual regions compared with the national
average has been striking. The eight
regions and the four time periods from
1929 through 1969 provide 32 observa-
tions. Among them, only three depart-
ures from pattern may be noted. Among
the sixteen observations in the postwar
period there is only one exception.

The first departure from trend oc-
curred in the Great Lakes. The slightly
better-than-average income gain in the
region during World War II and its
aftermath reflects the large role played
by that region in meeting the munitions
and other hard goods demands of
World War II and the civilian demand
for durable goods in the immediate
postwar years. When demand rose
sharply during and after World War II,
excess plant and labor in the Great
Lakes was quickly utilized and income
expanded more rapidly than in other
regions where plants had to be built
and a labor force recruited and trained.

The second exception to pattern was
in the Plains, and also occurred in the
war and immediate postwar period. The
rapid growth of the Plains States be-
tween 1940 and 1948 reflects the impact
of a tremendous increase in demand for
agricultural products at home and
abroad in those years, a development
that this region was able to exploit
fully. With the sharp reduction that
occurred in farm income during the
fifties, income grew more slowly in the

Plains than in any other region, and
returned quite quickly to its long-term
trend line.

The third exception was in the Rocky
Mountain region, which with only 2
percent of U.S. personal income, was
economically the smallest of the eight
major regions. The slow growth in this
region in the 1960's reflects develop-
ments in agriculture, a major income
source. These developments limited in-
come growth in the nonfarm sector.
Although there were large gains in
manufacturing, mining, and Federal
payrolls, so great was the dampening
influence of farm income on other
industries that nonfarm income in total
expanded by only 90 percent, one of the
lowest rates of growth among the eight
regions.
Regional growth during the 1960's
and 1950's

The fastest growth during the 1960's
was in the Southeast, where total per-
sonal income more than doubled, com-
pared with a national gain of 95 percent.
Above-national-average gains were
also scored in the Far West and in the
Southwest. New England registered a
growth rate a little below that of the
Nation as a whole; the Great Lakes,
Plains, Mideast, and the Rocky Moun-
tain regions were further below the
national average. Tables B and C show
personal income growth (both total and
nonfarm) for each State and region for
both the 1948-57 and 1959-69 time
periods. Chart 8 depicts total income
growth for the States in the two postwar
time periods.

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Although the shift of income to the
west and south continued throughout
the postwar period, it was less pro-
nounced in the most recent decade.
(See chart 7.) Over the first postwar
time span, 1948-1959, the rate of per-
sonal income growth was nearly 30 per-
cent more in the three fast-growing
regions than in the five slow-growing
ones,1 and the share of total personal
income accruing to the former rose 3}£
percentage points. During the 1959-69
decade, income growth in the three
fast-growing regions was 17 percent
more than that in the other regions, and
their share of total personal income rose
2% percentage points.

The moderation of income shifts
during the 1960's was evident also
among the eight regions and most
States. This is summarized by the be-
havior of the coefficients of variation
in growth rates. In the earlier time span
this coefficient was 0.17 for regions and
0.47 for States. During the 1960's, it
declined to 0.10 and 0.22, respectively.

As pointed out in recent SURVEY
articles, a narrowing of regional and
State growth rate differentials has been
typical of periods of rapid economic
expansion throughout the postwar years.
In such periods the long-term shift
from the slow-growing to the fast-
growing regions is retarded, because
these periods are characterized by a rel-
atively favorable performance of the
durable goods industries, which are
more important in the income structure
of the north and east than in that of
the south and west. The ability of the
north and east to respond to cyclical
peaks in the demand for durable goods
is enhanced by the fact that the long-
term shift in durable goods industries
away from these regions has resulted in
excess capacity of labor and capital
which can be drawn into production
rapidly.

Shift-Share Analysis

In order to identify the factors under-
lying postwar regional income trends,
use will be made of a technique termed

"shift-share" analysis. In this article
this technique decomposes an area's
personal income growth into three
factors and measures the contribution

of each. It provides a useful framework
for tracing the causes and effects of
income trends although in itself it does
not provide the basic answers.

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The initial step in identifying the
factors responsible for geographic vari-
ations in changes in total personal in-
come is to dissect the total growth
increment into the three effects. These
are shown in table F for all States
and regions for the 1959-69 period. The
effects for the regions for both time
periods are shown in table D. Income
sources (or components) 2 are ranked in
descending order of national percentage
increase from 1959 to 1969. (See chart
9.)

National ^growth effect

The first factor in income growth,
termed the national-growth effect, mea-
sures the overall growth of the national
economy. It is calculated by applying
to each income component in each
region and State in the initial year
(1948 or 1959) the national percentage
increase in total income between the
initial year and the terminal year
(1957 or 1969) .3 The national growth
effect is isolated in order to focus on
the two remaining factors which to-
gether account for the regional shifts
in personal income.

Component-mix effect

The second factor in an area's income
change, and the first of the two fac-
tors which makes for a difference
between the growth rate of an area
and that of the Nation, stems from
differences between income structure
or "component-mix" of the area and
of the Nation. For instance, to the
extent that a large proportion of an
area's economy consists of industries
or types of income that are growing
slowly nationally, that area's total in-
come might expand at a below-average
rate even though each income source
in the area was increasing at a better-
than-average rate.

This compositional effect is measured
by applying to each personal income
component in an area in the base year

the difference between the national
growth rate in that income component
and the all-income national growth rate.

For example, where the former is
larger, the income component is termed
a rapid-growth component. Its presence
in the income structure gives a boost to
area growth, with the size of the boost
among areas varying with the relative
proportion of the component located in
the area. Where the component growth
rate is less than that of the all-income
national growth rate, it is termed a
slow-growth component and its effect
on differential income growth is nega-
tive. This effect is a relative one, of
course, since an increase in any com-
ponent will increase total income in an
area in absolute terms, other things
being equal.

Regional-share effect

The third and final element of an
area's income growth, and the second
which makes for a differential change
between the area and the Nation, is
called the regional-share effect.

This regional-share element is calcu-
lated by applying to each component in
the base year the difference between
the percentage change in that compo-
nent in the area and the percentage
change in the same component nation-
ally.4 An income component that is
growing faster (slower) in an area than
its counterparts in the Nation as a
whole will add to (subtract from) the
area's overall growth relative to that
of the Nation.

It should be noted that the allocation of a relative change
in income between that part due to regional-share and that
due to component-mix is dependent on the extent to which
the personal income measure has been disaggregated.

Regional Growth Factors in
the Postwar Period

Text table D shows the three shift-
share effects for each of the eight
regions. Highlights of the shift-share
analysis are:

1. The national-growth effect accounts
for a larger proportion of total income
change in the 1960's than in the 1950's.
The primary reason for this is that
regional growth differentials were much
smaller in the latter decade.

2. The component-mix effect was of
less importance in the 1960's than in
the 1950's because the income struc-
tures of the eight regions had become
more uniform and because differential
growth rates among the income com-
ponents were smaller in the latter
decade.

3. The regional-share effect was the
most important factor in explaining
differential regional growth in both
periods. Moreover, in each region and
in each time period the regional-share
effect and deviations from the U.S.
growth rate in total personal income
were in the same direction.

National-growth effect

On the average, the national-growth
effect accounted for more than 90 per-
cent of the total income change during
the 1960's, with the effect among indi-
vidual regions ranging from 83 percent
in the Southeast to 112 percent in the
Rocky Mountain region.5 By State, the
variations were larger; national-growth
effect accounted for 58 percent of total
change in Nevada (the fastest growing
State) and nearly 190 percent in Wyo-
ming (the slowest growing State).

The dominance of the national-
growth effect reflects the fact that the
U.S. economy is really a single entity
made up of highly interrelated sub-
economies. Each of these subeconomies
(States and regions in this report)
specializes in the production of goods

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tended to contribute to a positive
component-mix effect. They were: pay-
rolls in ordnance and rubber manu-
facturing, State and local governments,

and in the service industries, and
transfer payments, other labor in-
come, and property income. Because

or services in which it has a comparative
advantage, and the major markets for
its specialty lie elsewhere. Accordingly,
changes in economic growth in one area
are transmitted in large measure to
other areas of the Nation.

The increased importance of the
national-growth effect in the 1960's
(90 percent of total change versus 85
percent during the 1950's) reflects three
factors: (1) In 1959, the income struc-
tures of the regions were more uniform
than they had been in 1948; (2) national
growth rates of the various income

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income in all regions and because of
their differential regional concentration,
developments in three of these compo-
nents—transfer payments, property
income, and State and local govern-
ment payrolls—explain a noticeable
part of the differential regional growth
in total income during the 1960's.

However, the differential regional
impact of these fast-growing compo-
nents was much less important than
was the impact of the slow-growth
components. Nine of the latter ex-
panded at rates less than 50 percent
of that registered by total income. They
were: farm income (both wages and
salaries and farm proprietors' income),
wages and salaries in petroleum, leather,
tobacco, food and lumber manufactur-
ing, mining wages and salaries, and
nonfarm proprietors' income. The most
significant of these in explaining re-
gional differentials in growth rates
through the component-mix effect were
farm income, mining payrolls, and
nonfarm proprietors' income.

Farm income bulked largest in the
component-mix effect in both postwar
decades. Its importance stems from two
facts: (1) It is concentrated in the
Plains, Rocky Mountain, Southwest,
and Southeast regions; and (2) it
experienced the smallest rate of in-
crease of any major income component
during the 1960's and suffered an actual
decline during the 1950;s. This served
to dampen total income growth in these
four areas. It may be noted that farm
income was unusually high during the
early postwar years.

The role of mining payrolls through-
out the postwar period has been similar
to that of farming in that it is geo-
graphically concentrated (coinciden-
tally, in the same regions as farming)
and experienced one of the smallest
rates of growth. The unsatisfactory
performance of petroleum mining ex-
ercised an unusually large drag on the
economy of the Southwest.

Nonfarm proprietors' income also

retarded income growth. The geo-
graphic impact of changes in this
income component centered in New
England, Mideast, Great Lakes, and
Far West where it was of above-average
proportions as an income source.

Textile manufacturing and food proc-
essing limited income growth in the
Southeast and Plains, respectively.

The component-mix effect explained
a smaller proportion of total personal
income growth during the 1960's than
during the first postwar period. The
reduction is due to greater uniformity
in growth differentials among personal
income components in the United
States (see chart 9) and to the growing
uniformity of income structure in the
various regions and States. These two
developments have been closely linked.
That is, disparate rates of growth
among income components in the 1950's
generally led to greater uniformity of
income structure in 1959.

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Three industries, farming and textile
and apparel manufacturing, were major
contributors to the decline in the
importance of the component-mix ef-
fect. Growth in each of these industries
during the 1960's was closer to the
all-industry rate than in the 1950's.
Also, the relative declines that occurred
in these industries during the 1950's
made the income structure of the areas
in which they were prominent more
like that of the Nation.

Farming provides a clear example of
these developments. From 1959 through
1969, farm income increased 38 percent
as compared with a 95 percent gain in
total income. During the 1950's, the
disparity between these two rates had
been much larger—personal income had
increased 67 percent and farm income
had declined 33 percent. Also, develop-
ments in farm income during the 1950's
tended to make regional income struc-
tures more uniform. This is evident
from a comparison of regional differ-
ences in income structures with and
without farming.

Regional-share effect
There is a high correlation between

the regional-share effect and relative
growth in total income. In both the
1960's and 1950's, each region that ex-
perienced a positive regional-share effect
recorded above-average growth in total
income. Similarly, each region with a
negative regional-share effect experi-
enced a below-average income gain.
(See table D and chart 10.) The situa-
tion that prevailed with respect to the
102 observations provided by the States
over the two time periods was almost
as striking.

Further light on the character of the
regional-share effect is shed by its
pervasiveness among income compon-
ents. In regions with positive regional-
share effects, 80 percent of the under-
lying components contributed to this
effect. In the remaining regions, which
had a negative regional-share effect,
about 70 percent of the underlying
components contributed. (See text
table E.)

From this strong and broadly-based
correlation, it is apparent that regional-
share is the main explanatory factor in
differential regional income growth. It

also follows that regional differences in
the growth of the income components,
on which the regional-share effect is
based, need to receive primary emphasis
in projecting regional economic growth.

In economic analysis the regional-
share effect is generally regarded as
an indicator of the competitive position
of a given geographic area vis a vis
other areas. This is so, of course,

because the regional-share effect com-
pares the performance of an industry
in a given area with that of the same
industry in other areas. This inter-
pretation of the regional-share effect
is subject to some qualifications. The
fact that the size of the regional-share
effect as compared with that of the
component-mix effect depends on the
degree of aggregation of the income-

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components has been stated in foot-
note 4. Here it should be added that
in this economic interpretation of the
regional-share effect a distinction should
be made between industries whose
markets are largely outside of the
region and those that cater mainly
to intra-regional demand.

Summaries of Regional-Share
Effects

Following is a review of the main
factors underlying the 1959-69 regional-

share effects in each region or group
of regions. In addition, comparisons
are made with developments in the
1950's. For those interested in a more
detailed examination, the effects of
each of the three shift-share factors
for each of the regions and States are
shown in table F for the 38 personal
income components separately.

The regional summaries that follow
will utilize the framework of export-
base theory which views the Nation
as composed of specialized regions
engaging in trade with each other.
Developments in the export industiies
are the dynamic element in regional
income growth. Given these develop-
ments, changes in the remaining indus-
tries of the regions follow with a great
deal of regularity. A region exports
those goods and services in which it
has a comparative advantage. A com-
parative advantage can be established
in industries which are dependent on
the quantity and quality of natural
and human resources or which can
benefit from superior technology and
economies of scale. In the remaining
industries ("residentiary"), regions are
usually self-sufficient. Such industries
are generally in the service area but
also include some goods producing ones.

It may be noted that there are some
difficulties in fitting the real woild
into the framework of export-base
theory. For instance, it is difficult to
classify transfer payments and property
income, and one or both of these
components played an important role
in the income growth in 7 of the 8
regions during the 1960's.

Fast-growth regions

Southeast.—In the Southeast, the re-
gion with the top-ranking growth rate
during the 1960's, there were larger-
than-nationwide percentage gains in
apparel, textile, nonautomotive trans-
portation equipment, and electrical
machinery manufacturing, and in mili-
tary payrolls. In line with export-base
theory the gains in these export indus-
tries, in turn, induced large increases in
the Southeast's residentiary industries,
particularly trade and construction.

There was also a substantial gain in
property income. As noted, such income
cannot be fitted neatly into the export-
base theory frame work. However, it had
many of the effects of an export-type
industry because a large part of it came
to the region from the outside and
stimulated demand for the output of
residentiary industries. The large in-
crease in property income in the South-
east came primarily from persons re-
tiring to Florida who owned claims to
property income originating elsewhere.
In addition, earlier residents of the
region benefited from unusually large
increases in this income source. His-
torically, property income has been of
below-average proportions in the South-
east, mainly because of low per capita
incomes. With the large increases in
average income that have marked this
region, residents have been able to in-
vest more and, hence, have received
more property income.

Transfer payments also rose at an
above-average rate in the Southeast for
two reasons. First, retirees, especially
to Florida, brought social security and
other transfer payments with them.
Second, the number of people and aver-
age payments under unemployment
compensation and various State and
local welfare programs have risen more
sharply in the Southeast than in the
rest of the Nation. The first element of
this increase affected the growth of the
region in much the same way as the
influx of property income.

Developments in the Southeast dur-
ing the 1960's are an extension of long-
term trends that were operative during
the 1948-57 period also. However, be-
cause the regional-share effects were
less pronounced and because the com-
ponent-mix effects were strongly nega-
tive—largely because of the decline in
agriculture, an important income com-
ponent in this region—the rate of
income growth in the Southeast during
the 1950's had a much smaller margin
over that in the Nation than it had
during the 1960's.

Far West.—Export industries in-
creasing at well-above-average rates in
the Far West were electrical and non-
electrical machinery manufacturing,
farm wages, and military payrolls.
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Transfer payments also showed unus-
ually large gains. The growth in
national defense spending and heavy
immigration contributed greatly to
these gains. These developments were
only partly offset by below-average
gains in farm proprietors' incomes and
nonautomotive transportation equip-
ment manufacturing. The net increases
in export-base industries helped to
stimulate above-average gains in resi-
dentiary industries as a whole.

The income experience of the Far
West during the 1960's contrasts with
that in the first postwar decade when
all but two income components in the
region grew at more-than-average rates—
one an export, the other a residen-
tiary industry. These were military
payrolls and construction which were
reacting to the exceptionally large ex-
pansions in these activities during
World War II.

Southwest.—Most export-type indus-
tries expanded more rapidly in the
Southwest during the 1960's than they
did nationwide. The biggest differential
growth was in industries manufacturing
electrical and nonelectrical machinery,
nonautomotive transportation equip-
ment, fabricated metals, and apparel,
and in Federal civilian payrolls. More-
over, the movement of pensioners
towards the area resulted in especially
large increases in transfer payments and
property incomes. Farm income was
the only export-type component to
experience a relative decline. All of
these increases, in turn, stimulated the
trade and service groups, as well as the
construction, finance, insurance and
real estate categories.
Slow-growth regions

New England.—Major export indus-
tries expanded slowly in New England.
These included apparel, textile, rubber,
and electrical and nonelectrical ma-
chinery manufacturing as well as Fed-
eral payrolls. Only nonautomotive
transportation equipment manufac-
tures showed a gain significantly above
the national average. As a result,
income in most residentiary industries
rose relatively slowly.

New England's income lag had been
significantly greater during the 1950's.
This was attributable to the textile

and ordnance industries which had
larger weights in the income structure
of the region in the earlier decade and
which also experienced larger declines.

Great Lakes.—In the Great Lakes
during the 1960's, most export and
residentiary industries registered gains
well below the national averages.
Among export components, the most
pronounced short-falls were in the ma-
chinery and transportation equipment
manufacturing groups. The region's
income position at the end of the period
was bolstered by the war-induced
demands. Without this stimulus it is
probable that income growth would
have lagged behind that in the Nation
by an even wider margin.

Developments in the Great Lakes
during the 1960's are in line with those
of the first postwar decade. During
this earlier time span, payrolls in most
heavy manufacturing industries went
up at a well below-national-average
pace. In addition, there was a moderate
short-fall in primary metals. Rein-
forcing the weakness in these industries
were relative declines in farm pro-
prietors' income and military wage
payments. As a result, the gain in
residentiary industries was also weak.
The biggest differences between the
region and Nation were in trade and
in food processing. Smaller differences
were registered in the finance, insurance
and real estate group, and in trans-
portation.

The Plains.—At first glance, the
experience of the Plains region in the

1960's does not seem to conform to
export-base theory. Most export-base
industries rose more rapidly in the
region than in the United States as a
whole and yet most residentiary in-
dustries grew at less-than-average rates.
This apparent contradiction reflects
the role of agriculture. Because farm
income grew so much more slowly than
other export-industries in both the
Plains and the Nation, and because
farm income is three times more im-
portant as a source of income in the
Plains than in the Nation, the growth
rate of all export-industries combined
was less in the Plains than in the
Nation. And, in line with export-base
theory, income in residentiary indus-
tries rose at below-average rates.

While the relative short-fall in total
income growth in the Plains in the
1960's was moderate, in the previous
decade the region's rate of income
growth was the smallest in the Nation.
This experience reflects mainly a sharp
turn around in farm income. During
the first postwar decade faim income
in the Plains registered one of the
largest declines in the eight regions,
whereas in the 1960's it scored by far
the greatest increase.

Mideast.—Nearly all export-base in-
dustries in the Mideast rose at less-
than-average rates from 1959 to 1969,
with the largest lags in electrical ma-
chinery, apparel, and fabricated metals
manufacturing. Declines in the export-

AMONG States, gains in total personal in-
come last year ranged from a low of 6^ percent
in Louisiana to a high of 14 percent in Nevada.
Increases in per capita income ranged from
4% percent in Washington to 13J^ percent in
North Dakota. Among regions, personal in-
come growth was largest in the Southwest and
Southeast, and smallest in the Mideast and
New England.

An analysis of factors underlying regional
differences in growth during the 1960's is
presented in an article beginning on page 14
of this issue of the SURVEY.

income was unaffected by some aspect
of the increases in social security
benefits and Federal pay (both first
paid in April) and the associated retro-
active payments. Table 1 shows changes
in income and its components from
February through July, and indicates
the impact of the retroactive payments.

In the case of the Federal pay in-
crease, the retroactive payment was
spread in about equal amounts through
April and May. Its absence from the
income stream in June put a drag of
about $3% billion on total income in
that month. Another factor holding
back June income was the failure of
some companies to pay customary
extra dividends. Because income from
dividends was more normal in July, the
dividend component, seasonally ad-
justed, moved up again. Private wages
and salaries increased as higher hourly
pay and a slightly longer workweek
outweighed the drop in the number of
workers on nonfarm payrolls.

Retail trade

A reading of the weekly retail trade
data for July suggests only a small
increase in sales, concentrated in autos.
A recovery in spending for autos, fol-
lowing a shaip drop in the first quarter,
also contributed significantly to con-
sumption spending on durable goods in
the second quarter. Dealer sales of
domestic models in the quarter were
nearly 8 million units at a seasonally
adjusted annual rate, well below the

pace through most of last year but up
more than % million units from the first
quarter. Sales in July were about equal
to the second quarter rate. Meanwhile,
sales of foreign models have continued
to expand and are now at an annual
rate of about 1^ million units. This
fall will see the introduction of new
domestic subcompacts intended to
compete directly with the foreign vehi-
cles, but the industry faces the threat
of a strike and a prolonged stoppage
could of course disrupt the market
appreciably.

Wholesale prices higher
The wholesale price index for indus-

trial commodities, seasonally adjusted,
has been rising from month to month
this year at a fairly steady annual rate
of about 3J^ percent, somewhat below
the pace in the second half of last year.
The 33/2 percent rate was maintained
in July. On an unadjusted basis, the
industrial index in July was affected by
an increase in prices of machinery and
equipment, and a substantial rise in
prices of tires and tubes. However, the
index of metals prices dropped for the
first time since late 1968, reflecting both
a weakening of iron and steel scrap
prices and widespread reductions for
nonferrous metals.

The price indexes for farm products
and processed foods and feeds have been
quite volatile in recent months. They
rose substantially in July, both before
and after seasonal adjustment. As a
consequence, the increase in the aggre-
gate wholesale index was considerably

larger than it had been in the preceeding
few months, when the behavior of non-
industrial prices had had a moderating
effect on the total.

base industries were accompanied by
poor performances in nearly all resi-
dentiary industries, especially trade,
services, and construction.

A similar pattern of income change
characterized the mideast in the 1948-
57 period.

Rocky Mountains.—The Rocky
Mountain region, like the Plains, is a
region in which the developments that
occurred reflect the dominance of agri-
culture. Individually, export-based in-
dustries performed relatively well in
this region. However, the impoitance
of agriculture limited the relative
growth of all export-type industries
taken as a whole. This, in turn, held
down the relative rise in income from
residentiary industries and, of course,
in total income.

Economic developments in the Rocky
Mountain States during the 1960's
differ from those in the first postwar
period, when the advance in total
income in the region was a little above
average. The somewhat better per-
formance of the Rocky Mountain
States in the 1950's is largely due to
farm income which in that period con-
tracted much less in the Rocky Moun-
tain region than nationwide.
