THE BUSINESS SITUATION

CCORDING TO advance estimates of the
ﬂ national income and product accounts
(N1PA’S), real gross domestic product (Gpp) in-
creased only 0.3 percent in the fourth quarter
of 1991 after increasing 1.8 percent in the third
quarter (chart 1). In the fourth quarter, increases
in net exports of goods and services, residen-
tial investment, and inventory investment (that is,
change in business inventories) were almost offset
by decreases in government purchases, personal
consumption expenditures, and nonresidential
fixed investment.

Real gross domestic purchases, which does not
include net exports of goods and services, de-
creased 1.6 percent in the fourth quarter after
increasing 3.4 percent in the third. (Fixed-
weighted price indexes for the N1PA’s are not yet
available; they will be released next month with
the preliminary Nipa estimates for the fourth
quarter.)

Motor vehicles—The motor vehicle industry
weakened in the fourth quarter after strengthen-
ing in the two preceding quarters. Production
and inventories declined, and sales were weak.

Personal consumption expenditures: Sales of retail stores (3), and unit auto and truck sales (3);

Nonresidential fixed investment: Unit auto and truck sales (3), construction put in place (2), manufacturers’
shipments of machinery and equipment (2), and exports and imports of machinery and equipment (2);

Residential investment: Construction put in place (2), and housing starts (3);

Change in business inventories: Manufacturing and trade inventories 7(%), and unit auto inventories (3);
Net exports of goods and services: Merchandise exports and merchandise imports {2);

Government purchases: Federal outlays (2), and State and local construction put in place (2);

GDP prices: Consumer Price Index (3), Producer Price Index (3), nonpetroleum merchandise export and import
price indexes (3), and values and quantities of petroleum imports (2).

Real motor vehicle output declined 9.2 percent
in the fourth quarter after increasing 26.9 per-
cent in the third quarter and 48.7 percent in the
second. Sales edged up 0.5 percent in the fourth
quarter after a similarly small increase in the third
quarter and a 12.8 percent increase in the second.
(Auto output, sales, and inventories are presen-
ted in tables 8.3 and 8.4 of the “Selected Nipa
Tables,” and truck output, sales, and inventories
are presented in tables 8.5 and 8.6.)

In units, domestic car production decreased 0.2
million, to 5.6 million, in the fourth quarter (sea-
sonally adjusted annual rates). Domestic car sales
also decreased 0.2 million, to 6.1 million. Sales of
imported cars fell to 2.1 million, the lowest level
since the second quarter of 1982, after changing
little in the third quarter. Domestic car invento-
ries edged down to 0.9 million at the end of the
fourth quarter from 1.0 million at the end of the
third. The inventory-sales ratio was unchanged
at 1.8.

Truck sales decreased slightly, to 4.3 million
units, in the fourth quarter; truck inventories
increased for the second consecutive quarter.

Real Gpp in 1991.—From 1990 to 1991, real GDP
decreased 0.7 percent (table 1). All major com-
ponents of Gbp except net exports of goods and
services and government purchases decreased.
The weakness in GDP in 1991 was most pro-
nounced in the first quarter. (A first-quarter
increase in net exports reflected a sharp cur-
tailment of imports; a first-quarter increase in
government purchases reflected Operation Desert
Storm.)

Personal consumption expenditures edged
down from 1990 to 1991, as consumers curbed

their outlays as a result of a rising unemployment
rate and weakness in real disposable income.

e The unemployment rate increased from 5.5
percent to 6.7 percent.

o Real disposable personal income decreased
0.1 percent.

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Similarly, businesses cut real fixed investment
6.6 percent in 1991, reflecting weak sales, excess
capacity, and anemic profits.

e Real final sales of domestic product
decreased 0.4 percent.

o The Federal Reserve Board’s index of capac-
ity utilization in manufacturing fell from 82.3
percent to 78.2 percent.

e Corporate profits are not yet available for the
fourth quarter of 1991; however, ih the first
three quarters, they averaged 4.7 percent less
than in 1990.

Personal income

Personal income increased $39.8 billion in the
fourth quarter after increasing $32.2 billion in the
third (table 2 and chart 2). The pickup was more
than accounted for by farm subsidy payments
and transfer payments; the rest of personal in-
come, in total, increased substantially. less in the
fourth quarter than in the third.

Federal farm subsidy payments increased $8.4
billion in the fourth quarter after decreasing
$7.4 billion in the third. The increase reflected

increases in Conservation Reserve Program pay-
ments and in deficiency payments (that is, pay-
ments made because the market price of a crop
is, or is projected to be, below the Federal tar-
get price). Farm income excluding subsidies
decreased in the third and fourth quarters; the
decreases were due to lower prices for farm
output.

Transfer payments increased $20.4 billion in
the fourth quarter after increasing $12.2 billion
in the third. Fourth-quarter transfer payments
were boosted by several special factors: Resti-
tution payments to Japanese-Americans interned
during World War II, an increase in unem-
ployment benefits as a result of the Emergency
Unemployment Compensation program, cost-of-
living adjustments to benefits under the Federal
Food Stamps program, and retroactive payments
to recent retirees, which resulted mainly from
the recalculation of the earnings base underlying
social security benefits.

Wage and salary disbursements increased $14.8
billion in the fourth quarter, $7.0 billion less than
in the third. Private-sector wages and salaries
were up less in the fourth quarter than in the
third, despite $3.5 billion in bonus payments to

Government wages and salaries
were up slightly less in the fourth quarter than
in the third.

Nonfarm proprietors’ income increased about
one-half as much as in the third quarter. Per-

Adjustments to the Estimates of Wages and Salaries

The quarterly estimates of wages and salaries are usu-
ally based on monthly data on employment, hours,
and earnings from the Bureau of Labor Statistics (BLs)
establishment survey. The revised quarterly estimates
for 1991 incorporate additional adjustments made by
BEA to reflect the considerable divergence between the
monthly data on employment for the first quarter and
the first-quarter tabulations by BLs of employment
covered by unemployment insurance, which became
available in September 1991. The adjustments amount
to —$15 billion in the first quarter and —$10 billion
in each of the remaining three quarters. The BLs
unemployment-insurance tabulations for all quarters of
1991 will be incorporated, as usual, in the July 1992
annual revision of the national income and product
accounts.

sonal interest income decreased for the fourth
consecutive quarter; the decreases reflected lower
interest rates.

Rental income of persons decreased $1.0 billion
in the fourth quarter after decreasing $2.5 billion
in the third. In the fourth quarter, rental income
was reduced by $2.2 billion in uninsured losses
that resulted from the brush fire in Oakland, Cal-
ifornia, in October; such losses are treated as
expenses in calculating rental income.

Personal tax and nontax payments increased
$3.2 billion in the fourth quarter after increasing
$1.5 billion in the third.

Disposable personal income (pp1) increased
$36.5 billion, or 3.5 percent, in the fourth quar-
ter after increasing $30.7 billion, or 3.0 percent,
in the third. Real ppr increased o.5 percent after
increasing 0.3 percent.

Personal outlays—largely personal consump-
tion expenditures—increased less than pp1 in the
fourth quarter; thus, personal saving increased,
by $18.7 billion. The personal saving rate rose
0.4 percentage point to 5.4 percent in the fourth
quarter after falling 0.5 percentage point in the
third.

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National Income and Product Accounts Tables, 1987—-90

This section presents revised estimates for 1987—90 for most of the national income and product accounts
(n1PA) tables that usually appear in July issues of the SurvEY or CUrreNT Busingss. (For a description of the
NIPA revision, see “The Comprehensive Revision of the U.S. National Income and Product Accounts: A Review
of Revisions and Major Statistical Changes,” in the December 1991 SUrvEY.) The Ni1pa tables have been updated
and redesigned to reflect the changes introduced in the comprehensive revision. (The new table presentations
were described in “A Preview of the Comprehensive Revision of the National Income and Product Accounts:
New and Redesigned Tables” in the October 1991 SURVEY.)

As this issue goes to press, fixed-weighted price indexes for the Nipa’s are not yet available. Therefore,
the tables in section 7, “Quantity and Price Indexes,” and table 8.1, “Percent Change From Preceding Period in
Selected Series,” are not included. (The estimates for 1987—90 that are available for these tables were published
in the “Selected N1PA Tables” in the November 1991 SURVEY.)

The complete set of N1PA tables containing the revised estimates for 1959—88 will be published in a separate
volume in a few months. Revised estimates for 1929-58 are being prepared and will be published in another
volume later in 1992.

Revised N1PA estimates, beginning with 1959, for the series shown in this section are now available on
diskette and magnetic tape.

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Fixed Reproducible Tangible Wealth in the
United States, Revised Estimates

By John C. Musgrave

HIS ARTICLE presents revised estimates of
Tﬁxed reproducible tangible wealth in the
United States for 1925-90. These estimates,
which cover the stock of privately owned
and government-owned durable equipment and

structures and of durable goods owned by con--

sumers, are shown in tables 1—20. Estimates of
fixed private capital for 1947-90 are shown in

tables 1-4; fixed nonresidential private capital

for 1925-90, in tables 5-8; residential capital for
1925-90, in tables 9—12; government-owned fixed
capital for 1925-90, in tables 13-16; and durable
goods owned by consumers for 192590, in tables
17-20. Summary estimates of fixed reproducible
tangible wealth for 192590 are presented begin-
ning on page 136 of this issue; for information
about the availability of more detailed estimates,
see the box below.

The revisions in the fixed reproducible tan-
gible wealth estimates largely stem from the
recent comprehensive revision of the national in-
come and product accounts (NIPA’s). In the
comprehensive revision, three changes that were
incorporated into the NIPA estimates of gross

Data Availability

Annual estimates through 1990 of gross and net stocks, depreciation, and

private domestic investment, government pur-
chases of structures and equipment, and personal
consumption expenditures for durable goods led
to substantial revisions in the wealth estimates!
First, the introduction of a new: procedure for
estimating construction resulted in substantial
upward revisions, beginning in 1970, of the es-
timates of private purchases and State and local
government purchases of nonresidential struc-
tures. Second, the base period used to calculate
the constant-dollar estimates was shifted from
1982 to 1987. Third, monetary interest paid
by utility companies on own-account construc-
tion projects is now included in the investment
estimates for the telephone and telegraph com-
munications industry and for the electric and gas
services industries.

In addition, as part of the comprehensive
NIPA revision, the industry distributions of gross
domestic product, national income, and their
components were shifted, beginning with the

This publication will present annual estimates through 1989
of gross and net stocks, depreciation, discards, and average ages of gross and
net stocks in historical-cost, constant-cost, and current-cost valuations for the
types of wealth shown in tables 1—20 and for private and government capital
by type of equipment and structures; it will also present the investment data
used to derive the estimates and an updated statement of methodology. The
availability of this publication will be announced in the Survey.

In addition to the incorporation of revised
NIPA estimates and the shift to the 1987 sic,

- three other changes affected the wealth estimates.
' "First, revised service lives for several types of
_assets were used to derive the revised wealth es-

timates as well as the revised NIPA estimates of
consumption of fixed capital. (Table A shows
the revised and previously published service lives
for these assets.) Second, the revised estimates
of fixed private capital by industry incorporate
new information on the industry distribution of
investment. The new distribution is derived pri-
marily from the 1987 Economic Censuses and the
Census Bureau’s plant and equipment expend-
itures series. ‘Third, new BEA information on
purchases of military durable goods provides a
more accurate breakdown between purchases of
complete equipment and purchases of other types
of durable goods, such as parts; this information
resulted in upward revisions in the expenditure
estimates' for military equipment from the mid-
1940’s to the mid-1970’s and downward revisions
thereafter.

ERSONAL INCOME growth in the Nation
q)slowed in the third quarter of 1991. It in-
creased 0.7 percent after increasing 1.1 percent in
the second quarter; it had increased only 0.1 per-
cent in the first quarter.! (These percent changes
reflect the recently released comprehensive revi-
sion of the national income and product accounts
(N1PA’s); however, the State personal income es-
timates do not yet fully incorporate the revised
NIPA estimates. See the box on page 141.)

The slowdown in personal income growth was
widespread by region and State. Growth slowed
in all regions except the Far West, where it
was unchanged from the second-quarter rate.
Growth slowed in 34 States; the sharpest decel-

erations were in farm States in the Plains and
Rocky Mountain regions. (See tables 1 and 2 at
the end of this article.)

Comparison of Latest Year With Prior

Expansion

In the four quarters following the third quarter
of 1990, the peak quarter of the 1982—90 expan-
sion, personal income in the Nation increased 2.8
percent. By comparison, during the 1982—90 ex-
pansion (that is, from the fourth quarter of 1982
to the third quarter of 1990), personal income in
the Nation had increased at an annual rate of 7.3
percent (table A).

As shown in the bottom panel of chart 1, of
the four regions that had faster-than-average in-

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come growth during the expansion, three—New
England, Far West, and Mideast—had slower-
than-average growth following the third-quarter
1990 peak. (In the Southeast region, income
grew faster than average during both times-
pans.) Conversely, all four of the regions that
had slower-than-average income growth during
the expansion—Great Lakes, Southwest, Plains,
and Rocky Mountain—had faster-than-average
growth following the peak.

Income growth by region

In the Rocky Mountain region, personal in-
come increased faster than the U.S. average in
the year following the peak; it had increased
slower than average during the expansion. Pay-
rolls in construction and in mining increased
at above-average rates after declining (table B).
Payrolls in all private service-type industries and
in government had above-average gains after
below-average gains.

In the Southwest, personal income increased
faster than average following the peak after in-
creasing slower than average during the expan-
sion. Payrolls in construction and in mining

increased at above-average rates after declining
or being unchanged. Payrolls in manufactur-
ing, in most private service-type industries, and
in government had above-average gains after
below-average gains.

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In the Plains region, personal income in-
creased faster than average following the peak
after increasing slower than average during the
expansion. Payrolls in nondurables manufactur-
ing increased faster than average after increasing
at the average rate. Payrolls in most private
service-type industries and in government had
above-average gains after below-average gains.

In the Southeast, personal income increased
faster than average following the peak and during
the expansion. Payrolls in trade, in services, and
in government increased at above-average rates
during both timespans.

In the Great Lakes region, personal income in-
creased slightly faster than average following the
peak after increasing slower than average dur-
ing the expansion. Payrolls in retail trade, in
the finance-insurance-real estate group, and in
government increased at above-average rates after
increasing at below-average rates.

In the Far West, personal income increased
slower than average following the peak after
increasing faster than average during the expan-
sion. Payrolls in durables manufacturing, in
construction, in the transportation-public utili-
ties group, and in trade declined after increasing
at above-average rates. Payrolls in nondurables
manufacturing and in the finance-insurance-
real estate group had below-average gains after
above-average gains.

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In the Mideast, personal income increased
slower than average following the peak after
increasing faster than average during the ex-
pansion. Payrolls in construction and in retail
trade declined after increasing at above-average
rates.  Payrolls in the finance-insurance-real
estate group, in services, and in government
had below-average gains after above-average or
average gains.

In New England, personal income increased
slower than average following the peak after in-
creasing faster than average during the expansion.
Payrolls in construction, in the transportation-
public utilities group, and in trade declined after
increasing at above-average rates. Payrolls in the
finance-insurance-real estate group, in services,
and in government had below-average gains after
above-average gains.

differed from that during the expansion. Fol-
lowing the peak, personal income increased at
below-average rates in 14 States (chart 2); all
of those States except Michigan had experienced
faster-than-average growth during the expansion.
Following the peak, personal income increased at
average or above-average rates in 36 States; in 26
of those States, personal income had increased at
below-average rates during the expansion.

The 10 States with the slowest growth in per-
sonal income following the peak were the six
New England States and New Jersey, New York,
Maryland, and California. In each of these
States, payrolls in construction plunged, and
those in manufacturing and in retail trade de-
clined sharply; payrolls in services grew slower
than average. During the expansion, payrolls in
construction (except in New Hampshire), in re-
tail trade, and in services (except in New York)
had increased faster than average.

The 10 States with the fastest growth in per-
sonal income following the peak were Utah,

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Incorporation of the Recently Revised National Estimates

The estimates of State personal income reflect the recently released comprehensive revision of the national income
and product accounts (N1pa’s) only to the extent that quarterly movements in the component Nipa series were used as
extrapolators to derive national control totals for the first three quarters of 1991." The revised NIPA estimates will be
incorporated into the annual and quarterly State estimates later in 1992.

The revised N1PA estimates of wages and salaries for the quarters of 1991, which are used to extrapolate the national
control totals for the quarterly State estimates, are based on monthly data on employment, hours, and earnings from the
Bureau of Labor Statistics establishment survey. These N1pa estimates incorporate adjustments to reflect the considerable
divergence between the monthly employment data used in the standard methodology and the first-quarter tabulations of
employment covered by unemployment insurance, which became available last September. The downward adjustments
to NIPA wages and salaries (at annual rates) amounted to $15 billion in the first quarter, $10 billion in the second, and $10
billion in the third. For the State estimates, these adjustments will be reviewed in April 1992, when the unemployment
insurance tabulations for the first three quarters of 1991 will be available. For the N1pa estimates, the tabulations for all
quarters of 1991 will be incorporated in the July 1992 annual revision.
